The Dates 1999 and 2033 —
A Sudy in the Prophetic Psalms

In my previous study, “ Timeisof the Essence,” | attempted to show the compre-
hensiveview of the entire 8,000-year timeline of the Plan of God for man. Today let’s
focus on one small section of that vast time line — the Pentecost Age. In fact, let’'s
narrow it down even further and deal with thetwo 33-1/2-year intervalswhich mark the
beginning and ending of that 2,000-year span. Theseare, namely, the 33-1/2-year span
of the earthly life of Jesus, and the parallel 33-1/2 years of thetime of hisreturn. The
diagram below illustratesthis 2,000 years, beginning and ending with parallel spans of
33-1/2 years each.
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From the birth of Jesus in the autumn of 2 B.C. to the autumn of A.D. 1999 is
2,000 years. Likewise, from the death of Jesusinthe spring of A.D. 33 to the spring of
A.D. 2033isa so 2,000 years. Today we areinthe midst of the 33-1/2-year span which
paralelstheearthly life of Jesus, defining the eventsof hisreturn and the establishing
of Divine Government in the earth.

All of the prophets of the Old Testament spoke of the time when Divine Govern-
ment would be established in the earth. In my previous studies, | have quoted from
many of those prophets, and the messageisbeautiful! But today | will show prophecies
only found inthe Psalms.

Yes, Psalms is indeed a prophetic book. However, its prophecies are discretely
hidden to the casual reader. One of the methods of uncovering those secret prophecies
isby finding the numbers hidden within the Hebrew text.

What numbers?

For starters, |et’ stake the numbersfrom the above diagram: they are 2,000, 1999,
and 2033. These comefrom the 2,000-year span from Jesus' first advent to hisreturn;
and it endswith a 33-1/2-year span beginning in the autumn of 1999 and ending inthe
spring of 2033. These are numbersfrom our Gregorian calendar. However, to makethe
search compl ete, these same dates must al so be taken from the Hebrew calendar. The
autumn of 1999 on the Gregorian calendar isthe same as 5760 on the Hebrew calen-
dar. And the Gregorian date of spring 2033 will be 5793 on the Hebrew calendar. So
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the numbers we are looking for are 2,000, 1999, 2033, 5760 and 5793.

But how do we begin the search?

For about fifty years| have searched for the hidden numberswith alittle hand-held
calculator. (I still do.) But acouple of yearsago avery generous gentleman who works
at Microsoft wrote a program for me that will do the type of search needed for this
kind of study. Without this program it would have taken many many years to do the
search, and always with the chance of human error. With this marvel ous program, it
only took afew hours—and what | found is absolutely astounding in the depth of its
beauty and revelation.

First, aword of explanation isnecessary. We must take the number equival ents of
the Hebrew text, in the exact order in which it was written. Often, when trandlations
from Hebrew to English (or other languages) the words of the sentence have been
transposed to make the understanding clearer. However, the original sequence of
letters and words will be the only one with authentic meaning. Also we must not be
influenced by modern punctuation or word breaks, asthesedid not exist intheoriginal
Hebrew text. We are looking for contiguous words only, just as they would have
appeared inthe original Hebrew text.

Thisisastudy of the prophecies of the coming of earth’snew King —Jesus Christ
—and the overthrow of man’s governments, and the establishment of Divine Govern-
ment in the earth — as has been given to usin the Psalms.

We will begin the search with the number 2,000. It isnot a“date” —it isaspan of
time. Let’sbeginwith Psalm 2:

“1 haveinstalled my King on Zion, my holy hill. I will proclaim the decree
of theLord.... Ask of me, and | will makethenationsyour inheritance, the
ends of the earth your possession. You will rule them with an iron scep-
ter...”

Theportion underlined in red addsto 2,000 inthe Hebrew text. Itisrevealing to us
thelength of time from hisfirst advent to his second advent.

Now let’'sgo to abeautiful prophecy in Psalm 96 which describes the time when
God's righteous government is ruling in the earth. It speaks of Divine judgment asa
precious and beautiful thing (not acondemnation but asworks of righteousness).

“Sayamongthenations,‘ TheLordreigns.” Theworldisfirmly established,
it cannot be moved; hewill judge the peopleswith equity. Let the heavens
rejoice, let the earth be glad; let the sea resound, and all that isin it; let
the fields be jubilant, and everything in them. Then all the trees of the
forest will sing for joy; they will sing before the Lord, for he comes, he
comesto judgetheearth. Hewill judgetheworld in righteousnessand his
peoplein truth.”




Again, the portion of thisbeautiful prophecy that isunderlined inred addsto 2,000.
It is giving us the time span between when he was killed because his followers pro-
claimed him to be a king, and the time when he will actually fully be aKing. On his
cross they nailed the words “ King of the Jews.” But they killed him. Two thousand
years|ater he comesin glory and power, and they rejoicein hisrighteous rulership.
Thistime span of 2,000 yearsisdescribed in Psaim 110:1

“The Lord said unto my Lord: ‘Sit at my right hand until I make your
enemies a footstool for your feet.”

Thisbegan to befulfilled at the time of the resurrection of Jesusin the spring of
A.D. 33. Hewas raised to sit at the right hand of the Father. However, it is not until
2,000 years later, in the spring of 2033, that his enemies are subjected “ under his
feet.”

TheApostle Peter explained thisin the second chapter of Acts. He said,

“God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are all witnesses of the fact.
Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the Father the
promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now see and hear. For
David did not ascend to heaven, and yet hesaid‘ TheLord saidto my Lord,
Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies a footstool for your feet.’
Thereforelet all | srael beassured of this: God has madethis Jesus, whom
you crucified, both Lord and Christ.”

Peter stated it as past tense —that Jesus had already been raised and was sitting at
theright hand of the Father. But hisenemieshave not yet been subdued under hisfeet.
Those enemies are the wicked, sinful governments of man. When they are subdued,
then the Divine Government of the Kingdom of God can be set up in the earth. It fol-
lowslogically (and mathematically) that the establishing of Divine Government will
bein the spring of 2033.

But let’sgo back to Psalm 110 and see“therest of the story,” which was encoded
within its Hebrew text —the span of 2,000 years.

“TheLordwill extend your mighty scepter from Zion; you will rulein the
midst of your enemies. Your troops will be willing on your day of battle.
Arrayed in holy majesty, from the womb of the dawn, you will receivethe
dew of your youth.”

Thisisdescribing theroyal position of earth’snew King that will be given to Jesus
at the dawn of earth’sMillennium.

But the Psalm ends with astrange statement that appearsto betotally out of con-
text with the rest of this Psalm. Because the trandlators did not understand the pro-
phetic meaning of the Psalm, they rendered it thus:
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“Hewill drink from the brook beside the way, therefore hewill lift up his
head.”

The trandators of the NIV Bible were not satisfied with this, and so they sug-
gested how it really should betrand ated in aText Note at the bottom of the page. They
suggested it should betrandated thus:

“The Onewho grants succession will set himin authority.”

Amazingly the Hebrew text hasanumber value of 2,000. Itisreally telling usthat
2,000 years after Jesus sat down at the right hand of the Father, he would be granted
authority to establish Divine Government in the earth.

Psalm 89 is another prophetic Psalm. It speaks of David as having received a
kingdom that will last forever. Some have suggested that this was a failed hope,
because David died, and eventually hiskingdom was conquered by the Babylonians.
But this Psalm speaks of David prophetically, as the ruler of a kingdom that will
endure aslong asthe sun and moon.

“I havefound David my servant, with my sacred oil | have anointed him.
My hand will sustain him; surely my arm will strengthen him. No enemy
will subject him to tribute; no wicked man will oppress him. | will crush
hisfoes before him and strike down hisadversaries. My faithful love will
be with him, and through my name hishorn will be exalted. | will set his
hand over the sea, hisright hand over therivers. He will call out to me,
“You aremy Father, my God, the Rock my Saviour. | will also appoint him
my firstborn, the most exalted of the kingsof theearth. | will maintain my
loveto him forever, and my covenant with himwill never fail. | will estab-
lish hislineforever, histhrone aslong asthe heavensendure.”

The portion underlined in red addsto 2,000, suggesting the 2,000 yearsfrom the
time when he was invited to sit on the right hand of the Father to the time when all
power and authority isgiven to him over the kingdomsof thisworld.

Psalm 98:1 is another prophecy, written in the future perfect tense, asif it had
aready happened. But when the scholars trandated it into English, they turned the
phrases around to conform with English sentence structure. I1f we go back to the origi-
nal Hebrew text it will read:

“SingtotheLord anew song, for hehasdone marvel ousthings; heworked
salvation by theright hand of him and hisholy arm. The Lord has made
his salvation known and reveal ed to the nations his righteousness.”




The portion of the Hebrew text underlined in red addsto 2,000.

The many prophecies of the Old Testament tell usthat Jerusalem will be the seat
of Divine Government. They are consistent in this, but sometimes use the name Zion
to describe Jerusalem. Psalm 102 isan examplewhen it says, “ TheLord will rebuild
Zion.” Itisnot necessarily talking about aphysical rebuilding (although that isindeed
happening) but a rebuilding as a government under God. Thus Psalm 102:15-16
declare:

“ Thenation will fear (holy reverence) the name of the Lord, all thekings
of the earth will revere your glory. For the Lord will rebuild Zion and
appear in hisglory.”

The portion underlined in red addsto 2,000. It issuggesting that 2,000 yearsfrom
the time when Jesus said to Jerusalem “ Your houseisleft unto you desolate,” Jesus,
astheir conquering King will rescue and re-establish Zion. Verse 19-21 of this same
Psalm confirm the 2,000 years:

“To declare in Zion the name of the Lord, and his praise in Jerusalem
when the peoples and the kingdoms assembl e to worship the Lord.”

The portion underlined in red has anumber value of 2,000.

2,000 yearsfromthe birth of Jesusinthe autumn of 2 B.C. bringsusto the autumn
of 1999. From there to the spring of 2033 is 33-1/2 years. The brief span of 33-1/2
years saw the earthly lifetime of Jesus. It's parallel span of time, 2,000 years|ater, is
from the autumn of 1999 to the spring of 2033. It isduring this parallel span that Jesus
Isplaced in hisposition of King on David's Throne, overthrows the kingdoms of this
world, and saves|sragl from her enemies—then he sets up Divine Government in the
earth. It isaprocess of time. Just like the little stone that was cut out of the mountain
(in Nebuchadnezzar’s dream), grew and grew until it filled the whole earth — so the
Kingdom represented by the Little Stonefirst comes small and unnoticed by theworld,
but as it grows it strikes the great image on its feet, causing it to crumble, thenitis
driven away asdust inthewind.

Some of the scriptures describing the fall of man’s governments have imbedded
within them the date 1999, and some have the date 2033. Some have both, becausethe
overthrow of man’s governmentsis aprocess of time—33-1/2 years.

Psalm 96 describes this period of time: verses 9 through 13 describe the transi-
tion.

“Worship the Lord in the splendor of hisholiness; tremble before him all

the earth. Say among the nations ‘The Lord reigns.” Theworld isfirmly
established, it cannot be moved; hewill judge the peopleswith equity. Let
the heavensregjoice, let the earth be glad; let the searesound, and all that
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isinit; let thefieldsbejubilent, and everythingin them. Then all thetrees
of theforest will singfor joy; they will sing beforetheLord, for he comes,
he comesto judgetheearth. Hewill judgetheworld in righteousnessand
the peopleswith histruth.”

The portion underlined in blue addsto 1999. It istelling usthe year when this
work begins.
Yet, Psalm 18 records both ends of this 33-1/2 year span.

“You made my enemiesturn back in flight, and | destroyed my foes. They
criedfor help, but therewasno oneto savethem—tothelLord—but hedid
not answer. | beat them asfine as dust borne on thewind; | poured them
out like mud in the streets.”

The portion underlined in blue adds to 1999 and the portion underlined in green
addsto 2033.

Thisisamazing! The text for the two dates overlaps, giving usthe ideathat the
period of time during which the Little Stone doeshiswork isfrom 1999 to 2033 — but
by 2033 he has beaten them into fine dust which thewind drives away.

Psalm 72 al so has the dates 1999 and 2033 imbedded and overlapping within it.
Thisisabeautiful Psalm describing the blessings of life, peace and righteousnessin
the Kingdom that will be established in the earth. Verses 6 - 8 tell of the righteousness
and peace of that Kingdom, and the world-wide rule of Jesus Christ.

“Hewill belike rain falling on a mown field, like showers watering the
earth. In hisdaysthe righteous shall flourish; prosperity will abound ill

themoon PDENO More. He Wil TUIETrom Sea to Séa and 1rom the River to

the ends of the earth.”

The portion underlined in green bearsthe date 2033; and the portions underlined
in blue each add to 1999.

The date 2033 can befound in many of the prophetic Psalms. It appearsto bethe
pivotal datethat bringsin the new administration—the Kingdom of God. The spring of
2033 will have brought mankind 6,000 yearsfrom the timewhen Adam sinned and was
driven out of the garden of perfection. The spring of 2033 will also be exactly 2,000
yearsfrom the day when Jesus hung on the cross and died to pay the pricefor thesin of
Adam. Itisan exciting date, becauseit ushersin Divine Government in theearth. The
prophet Micah wrote concerning this eventful date, “ The Law shall go forth from
Zion, and theword of theLord from Jerusalem.”

Jerusalem will bethe seat of Divine Government in the earth! But beforethiscan
beareality, Israel must be saved, by divineintervention, from her enemieswho come
to wipe her off the face of the earth.



Let’slook at some of the marvel ous uses of the date 2033 in the prophetic Psalms.

Psalm 56:9 “ On no account let them escape; in your anger, O God, bring
down the nations. Record my lament; list my tearson your scroll —arethey
not in your record? My enemieswill turn back when | call for help. By this
| will know that God isfor me.”

The portion underlined in green hasatotal value of 2033, suggesting the year by
which thiswill befully accomplished.

Many of the other Old Testament prophets have told usthe samething —that when
the other nations come to annihilate Israel, God will intervene and save them from
destruction: however, this study isin the prophetic Psalms, so thisis where we will
search.

The date 2033 can be found twicein Psalm 79:9-10, asif for emphasis.

“Help us, O God our Saviour, for the glory of your name; deliver us and
atonefor our sinsfor your name'ssake. Why should the nationssay, ‘Where
Istheir God?' Before our eyes, make known among the nations that you
avengethe outpoured blood of your servants.”

Both portions underlined in green each add to 2033.

The 33-1/2 years between the autumn of 1999 and the spring of 2033 are very
eventful years. Thisshort span of timeis 2,000 yearsfrom the first advent of Jesus (2
B.C. —A.D. 33). During these years Israel’s enemies make many boasts and threats
against her — threatening to wipe Israel off the face of the earth. The little nation of
Israel, without God's help, is about as secure as abug under the feet of agiant. Their
only real security is God who lovesthem.

Psalm 45:8 “ As we have heard, so have we seen, in the city of our God:
God makes her secure forever.”

Theunderlined portion of thisbeautiful promise addsto 2,000, giving usthe num-
ber of yearsfrom Jesus' first advent (when he cast off Isragl) to hisreturn (when he
comesto save them).

Psalm 97:1-6 isabeautiful description of the transition from the darkness of the
night to the longed-for sunrise.

“The Lord reigns, let the earth be glad; let the distant shores regoice.
Clouds and thick darkness surround him; righteousness and judgment
arethefoundation of histhrone. Fire goes before him and consumes his
foes on every side. His lightnings light up the world; the earth sees and
trembles. The mountains melt like wax before the Lord of all the earth.
Theheavens proclaim hisrighteousness, and all the people seehisglory.”
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The portion underlined in green addsto 2033 —the year of transition fromman’s
6,000 years of sin to the administration of Divine Government in the earth.

These dates— 1999 and 2033 —are, of course, from our Gregorian calendar, based
upon the sequence of the sun and moon. According to the Hebrew calendar, the year
5760 isthe same as our Gregorian year 1999. And the Hebrew year 5793 isthe same
asour Gregorian year 2033. Arethese Hebrew dates also to be found in the prophetic
Psams?

Hereisan example of the Hebrew date 5760.

Psalm 89:19-21 “| have bestowed strength on awarrior; | have exalted a
young man from among my people. | have found David my servant; with
my sacred oil | have anointed him. My hand will sustain him, surely my
armwill strengthen him.”

Thisis, of course, areferenceto the antitypical David —Jesus Christ. The portion
underlined in yellow addsto 5760. Thisisthe year 1999 when the right of rulership
was bestowed on him.

Yet, in Psalm 99:1-8 we see King Jesus in full power and authority over all
nations.

“TheLordreigns, let the nations tremble; he sits enthroned between the
cherubim, let the earth shake. Great is the Lord in Zion; he is exalted
over all thenations. Let them praiseyour great and awesomename. Heis
holy. The King ismighty, helovesjustice—you have established equity.”

The portion underlined in purple adds to 5793. It is the same as the Gregorian
year 2033.

We have seen the very specia time from autumn 1999 to spring 2033 as the
planned “take-over” of man’sunrighteous governments by the Divine Government of
Jesus Christ — earth’s new King — from some of the prophetic Psalms. The promise
that Jesuswould reign asKing on David’ sThronewas givento Mary at thetime of the
conception. Itsfulfillment came 2,000 years|ater, in the autumn of 1999 when Jesus
wasgiven hislegal position asKing on David's Throne. But man’sgovernments have
not willingly given up their power and authority. Psalm 2 saysthat God “laughs’ at
them, He" scoffs’ at their attempt to retain their rulership. God saysto thenations, “ |
haveinstalled my King on Zion, my holy hill.”

Then God turnsto Hisroyal Son and says.

“You are my Son ... | will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of
theearth your possession. You will rulethemwith an iron scepter, you will
dash them to pieces like pottery.”



These prophecies are being fulfilled before our very eyes. We are living today in
thistransition period — 1999 - 2033. We are witnesses to the destruction of the infra-
structure of the nations by monetary collapse, by natural disasters, by greed, and by the
evil hearts of men. Terrorismisthe order of the day.

But take heart, and have confidence in the promises of God —He will save Israel
out of thismelee, and will establish Divine Government in the earth, under the author-
ity of His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. He has promised, and He has given usthe assur-
ance of itsfulfillment by the dates He has encoded into the prophetic Psalms.

“All the ends of the earth will remember and turn totheLord, and all the
families of the nationswill bow down before him, for dominion belongsto
the Lord and herulesover the nations.” (Psalm 22:27-28)
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
