Two Signs:. Isaiah’sTwo Sons

Or weretherethree? Someread | saiah 7:3 and say that | saiah’sfirst son wasayoung
man before the “ sign” was given regarding the “ virgin will be with child and will give
birthtoason.” If thisistrue, then | saiah must have had anew wife prior to the conception
of asecond son. Yet another sonisalso prophesied to bea“sign.” So, weretheretwo or
three sons, and did | saiah have more than onewife?

Why would thisbe of importanceto us?

It isimportant because | saiah said that God gave him sonsthat would be* signs.” And
if weareto recognize and understand the signs, then we need to know who the sonswere.
|saiah 8:18:

“Here am I, and the children the Lord has given me. We are signs and
symbolsin I srael fromtheLord Almighty, who dwellson Mount Zion.”

Isaiah’s first son was named Shear-Jashub. The name means “ A remnant shall
return.” (Returnto be converted.) Andindeed, aremnant was converted at thefirst advent
of Jesus, and becamethe nucleus of the church. Thevery foundation of the church wasthe
twelve apostles, who wereall | sraglites. And it was recorded that on the day of Pentecost,
afew weeks after Jesus' death, there were 3,000 who were baptized —all Israelites. And
whenwe multiply the Gematriaof hisname, Shear-Jashub will bear the number 2160 —the
lunar number: it being the diameter of the moon, in miles. The number 216 refersto Jesus
in many ways. John called him the “Word.” In Psalm 28:2 he is called the “ Oracle,”
which has a Gematria value of 216. The Hebrew word for “Word” also has a Gematria
valueof 216. Hewasalso called the® Lion” of Judah, which hasa Gematriavalue of 216.
TheHebrew word for “ breath” also hasavalue of 216; and the phrase“ He shall speak”
hasavalue of 216. Unmistakably, the number in symbol appliesto Jesus Christ.

ThentheLord saidtolsaiah, “ Go out, you and your son Shear-Jashub, to meet Ahaz
at the end of the aqueduct of the Upper Pool, on theroad to the Washerman’s Field.”

So Isaiahwent, asthe Lord had instructed him, taking hisfirstborn sonwith him. May
| suggest that thisfirstborn son, whom they had named Shear-Jashub, was probably still a
baby inarms. Why?Becausehewasa*“ sign.”

But apparently Ahaz did not recognize the child asa“ sign.” So God spoke to Ahaz
and said, “ Ask theLordyour Godfor asign.” ButAhaz said“ No” —hewould not ask for
asign. By thistime I saiah waslosing patience with the king and told him that hewould get
asign anyway, whether heliked it or not.

|saiah, with the baby in hisarms, proceeded to tell Ahaz that hereisthe sign:

“TheLord himself will giveyou a sign: the virgin will be with child and will
give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel. Hewill eat curdsand honey
when he knows enough to reject thewrong and choosetheright.”
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And| canjust picturelsaiah holding out the child and saying: “And hereheis!”

Note that Isaiah told Ahaz that the child was to be named Immanuel, which means
“God with us.” But in reality they named him Shear-Jashub. And years later, when the
angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph (the husband of Mary) he acknowledged that the
child wasto be named Immanuel, yet they called him Jesus.

Then, we aretold, Isaiah had a second son. It does not say how much time el apsed
between the births of these two sons, it just saysthat they weresigns.

“Then | went to the prophetess, and she conceived and gave birth to a son.
AndthelLord saidto me, ‘Namehim Maher-Shalal-Hash-Baz. Beforethe boy
knowshowto say ‘ My Father’ or ‘My Mother,” hewill carry off the wealth of
Damascus and the plunder of Samaria.’”

First, it should be noted that the use of the word “ prophetess’ here does not suggest
shewasalso aprophet. A prophetessin those days simply meant that shewasthewife of a
prophet. And note a so that it saysnothing about her being avirgin. By thistime shewasno
longer avirgin—thiswas her second son.

S0, it appearsthat | saiah had two sonsby onewife, and he and both sonswereto befor
signs.

| sai ah represents God.
First son represents Jesus (first advent —first Manchild)
Second son represents Jesus (second advent — second Manchild)

Then, after telling us that he and his two sons are to be for “ signs,” he describes a
birth, and a* Son Placement,” and arulership. Thefirst Manchild (baby Jesus) grew up and
received the Son Placement at 30 years of age—“ Thisismy beloved Son, in whom | am
well pleased.” However, when it came time for him to receive rulership (3-1/2 years
later) they killed him. The second Manchild wasborn 2,000 years after thefirst Manchild,
on Rosh Hoshannah 1999. He beginsasatiny baby —alL ittle Stone cut from the Mountain
of Divine Government. Hereceives his Son Placement at 30 years of age (Rosh Hoshannah
2029), and his Kingdom 3-1/2 years|ater, in the spring of 2033.

“For untousachildisborn (infant) to usason isgiven (Son Placement at 30)
and the government will be on his shoulders (The Kingdom of Jesus Christ,
spring 2033). And hewill be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Ever-
lasting Father, Prince of Peace. Of theincrease of hisgovernment and peace
there will be no end. He will reign on David's throne and over his kingdom,
establishing and upholding it with justice and righteousness from that time
on and forever.” (Isaiah 9:6-7)

Notice the new title — “Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father,
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Prince of Peace” isunderlined inred. Thistitlethat will be given to him hasa Gematria
valueof 1492. Why?What's so great about that number?
Just look at how this remarkable number isused in scripture!

Isaiah 8:4 “ Before the boy knows how to say ‘ My Father’ or ‘My Mother’ he
will carry off the wealth of Damascus and the plunder of Samaria.”

The portion underlined in red hasaGematriavalue of 1492. Itisdirectly identifying
him with the One who will be called “Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting
Father, Prince of Peace.”

And then when I saiah was describing the time when he should have taken rulership
(but they killed him instead), he said (53:7):

“He was oppressed and he was afflicted, yet he did not open his mouth. He
was led like a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers.”

The portion underlined in red hasanumber value of 1492.
Andtheninverse ninelsaiah continues by saying:

“He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death,
though he had doneno violence, nor wasany deceit in hismouth.”

Again, the portion underlined in red hasa Gematriavalue of 1492.

Why, instead of him taking rulership at that time, did healow themtokill him? It was
because hefirst must pay the pricefor the sin of Adam before he could takerulership. The
Apostle Paul made this very clear when he called him “the Last Adam,” which has a
Gematriavalue of 1492.

But take another ook at that remarkable number. In sacred geometry, and Biblical
Gematria, thereis a principle at work with the relationship of the perimeter of a square
with one side of that square. In thiscaseit would be: if the perimeter of asquareis 1492,
then one side of that square would be 373.

In the Gospel of John (1:1) John calls him the “Word” of God. He uses the Greek
word “Logos,” which hasaGematriavalue of 373. So, by calling Himthe“Word,” John
wasidentifying himwith the Onewhom Isaiah called “ Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God,
Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace” (1492).

Isaiah, in chapter 60, spoke aprophecy that God gave him concerning the timewhen
the second Manchild would take his place of rulership. He said:

“Arise, shine, for your light has come, and the glory of the Lord rises upon
you. See, darkness covers the earth and thick darkness is over the peoples,
but theLord risesupon you and hisglory appearsover you. Nationswill come
to your light, and kingsto the brightness of your dawn.”

“Arise, shine” addsto 373 —it isidentifying the One who will bring light to Israel
whiletherest of theworldisin darkness. It isthe same One whom John said would bethe
“Light of the World” —the Word (373).

But wait! Look again! Remember, in the original Hebrew text there were no
chapter breaks and no sentence breaks. So let’s see what we find when we join the last
verse of chapter 59 with the first verses of chapter 60, just like in the original text. It is
magnificent! It gives us the date when it will happen. The portion underlined in blue
below hasaGematriava ue of 5793 —and the portion overlapping and underlined in orange
also hasaGematriavalue of 5793. The spring of 5793 on the Hebrew Calendar isthe same
asthe year 2033 on our Gregorian Calendar. It is giving us the year that the new Ruler,
Jesus Christ, arisesand shinesin Israel and sets up Divine Government.

Isaiah 59:21 - 60:3:

“ Asfor me, thisismy covenant with them, saystheLord. ‘My spirit, whoison
you, and my wordsthat | have put into your mouth will not depart from your

mouth, or from the mouths of your children, or from their descendantsfrom

thistimeon andforever’ saysthelLord. ‘ Arise, shine, for your light hascome,

and theglory of the Lord risesupon you. See, darkness coversthe earth and

thick darknessis over the peoples, but the Lord rises upon you and hisglory

appearsover you. Nationswill cometo your light, and kingsto the brightness

of your dawn.

Godtold Isaiahto name hissecond son M aher-Shda-Hash-Baz. That’ squiteamouthful.
But He had areason. That mouthful describesthework of Jesus Christ when he overthrows
man’s evil governments and sets up Divine Government — for the name means “ Spoail
quickly, Plunder speedily.” 1t will indeed be a short work when compared to the 6,000
years of the corruption and oppression of man’sgovernments.



Thisiswhy the constellation Perseus has winged feet
and iswielding asword —he comesto “ Spoil quickly” and
“Plunder speedily.”

For reasons of clarity and ssmplicity, let’slay out these
events on atime-line. In previous studies in this series, |
1 have shown evidencethat the span of time between thefirst
Manchild and the second Manchildis2,000 years. Thebirth
of thefirst Manchild was on Rosh Hoshannah 3760, on the
- Hebrew Calendar. Add 2,000 years and we are at Rosh

- %) Hoshannah 5760 (which is Rosh Hoshannah 1999 on the
Gregorian Calendar). On Passover of the Hebrew year 3793,
