Now | haveread
itfromtheNIV and | seethingsthat | had not realized before.

ThisPsalmisabeautiful description of aRoya Wedding. But who'swedding?| had previoudy
thought that it described there-marriage of Godto Israel. However, after reading it fromthe NIV,
and studying the Hebrew text, it becomesbeautifully clear that thisistheroya wedding of Jesusand
hisBride.

Fird, let’slook at someidentifying evidences. Itisaddressed to theKing. Inverses2 and 3the
composer exclams.

“ You are the most excellent of men and your lips have been anointed with grace,
since God has blessed you forever. Gird your sword upon your side, O mighty one,
clothe yourself with splendor and majesty.”

Theunderlined portion hasaGematriava ue of 2368. That isthe number value of JesusChrist.
Atthetimeof theroyd wedding heisinthe processof overthrowing thekingdomsof thisworld, thus
he appearswith the sword upon hisside.

The songwriter continueswith thedescription:

“In your majesty ride forth victoriously in behalf of truth, humility and righteous-
ness; let your right hand display awesome deeds. Let your sharp arrows pierce the
hearts of the king’'s enemies; |et the nations fall beneath your feet.”

Clearly thisisdepicting the overthrow of man’sgovernmentsand describing thejusticeand
righteousness of Hiskingdom that hewill set up.

Thenthewriter of the song says something that, on the surface, appearsto contradict what we
havejust been saying. Vs6

“Your throne O God, will last forever and ever; a scepter of justice will be the scep-
ter of your kingdom.”

Whoishetalking to? The Father or the Son? Some have been confused by this, but we have
theanswer inthewritingsof theApostle Paul. Inthefirst chapter of Hebrews (I believe Paul to bethe
author), heisshowing the unity relationship of the Father and the Son. He says: “ The Sonisthe
radiance of the Father’sglory.” Then hewrote: “ | will be his Father and he will be my son.”
Then further, after speaking of the unity and oneness of the Father and the Son, Paul quotesthis
Wedding SonginPsalm 45. Hesays.



“ But about the Son he says. Your throne O God will last forever and ever, and righ-
teousness will be the scepter of your kingdom. You have loved righteousness and
hated wickedness; therefore God, your God, has set you above your companions, by
anointing you with the oil of joy.” (Hebrews 1:8-9)

Paul isconfirming that the onewhom the songwriter termed“ God” isindeed the Son. However,
thePsalmitsalf identifiesthisasthe Son, Jesus Christ, by its Gematria. Verse 9 goeson to describe
thisroyd ruler:

“ All your robesarefragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia; from palaces ador ned
with ivory, the music of the strings makes you glad.”

The portion underlined hasaGematriaval ue of 2368 —apositiveidentification of JesusChrit,
whose number inthe New Testament is2368.

After describing the King (theroyd bridegroom), the songwriter then describestheroya Bride.
Vs9:

“ Daughter s of kings are among your honored women; at your right hand istheroyal
Bridein gold of Ophir.”

The* royal Bride” hasaGematriavalue of 333. Thisisbecause shetakesHisname—and his
nameand position wasjust givento usinverse6: “ Your throne O Godisforever,” which asohas
a Gematriavalue of 333. She had been “ washed in hisblood” and made whiter “ than snow”
which also hasaGematriavalue of 333. So we seethe Bridedressed inwhite-- asymbol of purity
-- and gold, asymbol of divinenature. It isat thistimewhen hisBrideiswith Him, that hereceivesthe
title,“ Lord of Lords’ (Revelation 17:12) which hasaGematriavalue of 3330. Alsowelearnedin
Zechariah 4 and Psalm 118 that when Heis placed asthe topstone, his brideiswith him. Peter
explainsthisunion in | Peter 1:4, “ Behold, | lay in Zion a chosen and precious cor ner stone”
which hasaGematriaval ue of 3330.

Let’'slook at the aggregate of thesereferencesto Jesusand His Bride (shetakeshisname).

333=Thy throne, O God, isforever.

333 =than snow

3330=Lordof lords

3330=Behold| lay in Zion aprecious cornerstone.

Whenwill thisroyal wedding take place? Those who love Jesusand long for hisreturn have
been asking thisquestion for nearly 2,000 years. The scriptures have been searched and searched
for ananswer. Perhapsthe answer hasbeen securdly hiddeninthe Gematriauntil thetimefor it tobe
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known. And not until the age of the computer havewe had thetool swithwhichto searchfor it. And
even here, the possibleanswer isnot really known, because when searching for anumber thereis
awaysthe“randomnessfactor” that needsto be considered.

| searched for every year from 1999 to 2030 for aconnection to Psalm 45 and found nothing
pertaining to thetime of theroyal wedding. Then | realized that perhapsthe date may have been
hidden in numberson the Hebrew calendar instead of our Gregorian calendar. | began my search at
2012 which would correspond to the Hebrew year 5773. My reason for not starting at 1999 is
becausethe Manchild would not be at thelegal age of marriage until after his 13th birthday, which
would be Rosh Hoshanah 2012.

Bear inmindthat in thiskind of search, thelarger the search number thegreater isthe chance of
randomness. However, | found the number 5773 only oncein Psalm 45, and thisiswhereit hides:
Verse 8-9.

“ ... from palaces adorned with ivory, the music of strings makes you glad. Daughter
of kings are among your honored women, at your right handistheroyal bridein gold
of Ophir. Listen, O daughter, consider and give ear: forget your people and your
father’s house.”

| donot know if thisisrandom or intentiond. If itisintentiond, then theroya weddingwould be
sometime after Rosh Hoshanah 2012, whichisthefirst day of the Hebrew year 5773. Itisentirely
possiblethat it could occur on Feast of Tabernaclesin that year, or onthegreat eighth day following
theweek of Tabernacles.

Getting back to Psalm 45. Verses 13 and 14 are adescription of the Bridein her beauty. It
begins, “ All gloriousisthe princesswithin her chamber.” | wasreminded of the statement in
Isaiah 26:20-21 “ Go, my people into your chambers and shut the doors behind you; hide
yourselves for a little while until his wrath is passed by. See, the Lord is coming out of his
dwelling to punish the people of the earth for their sins.” The underlined portion hasaGematria
valueof 2012 (whichis5773). It appearsthe Bride goesinto her “ chamber” in 2012.

Theninverse 16it sayssomething that soundsforeign to thewedding scene—that is, until we
stop and realize that following awedding comesthebirth of children.

“Your sonswill take the place of your fathers; you will make them princes through-
out the land.”

It can’t get much plainer than that. The children of the Bridewill bethere-bornfatherswho had
taught Isradl inancient times.
